IMPORTANT: If you are using Axapharm monitoring AO8, make sure you have
chosen the user 1 or 2, whose data you want to transfer!

IMPORTANT: If you are using Axapharm monitoring X9, make sure the monitor is
in Automatic mode (not Auscultation mode).

Plug the USB jack of the cable into PC USB port.

Connect USB cable enter ear phone plug into blood pressure monitor data link port, and
then click M Key (Memory/Marker for X9) of blood pressure monitor enter data transfer
mode.
